
PHYSICIAN ASSISTANT
In order to become a physician assistant, you must:

**complete a bachelor’s degree (in any major),

**take the appropriate pre-requisite coursework and the GRE,

**complete the course of study in a physician’s assistant program (~2 yrs),

**complete all necessary certification and licensure examinations.

What should I major in?

There is no prescribed major for admission into a physician assistant program.  It is imperative that students complete all required courses for admission, and PA programs vary in their requirements.  It is important for you to learn what coursework the schools that interest you want.  Students should choose their major according to their strengths, interests and alternative career choices.  

Minimally, a student should complete these courses for admission into many physician assistant programs:

· BIOL 291, BIOL 292
· BIOL 140, BIOL 240 
· BIOL 313 or BIOL 413/414 
· CHEM 139, CHEM 140 

· BIOL/CHEM 361
· HSCC 322
· MATH 170 
· PSY 150
