How to make a georeferenced map from many aerial photographs
Software required: Adobe Photoshop, Google Earth, web browser
1) SELECT PHOTOS


-direct overhead shots, in focus, can’t see sides of buildings

2) BASE MAP
1) Use Google Earth to navigate to the area you photographed.

2) Take a screen capture.  PC: Ctrl + Print Screen    Mac: Command + Shift + 3

3) STITCH IN PHOTOSHOP (CS3, CS4, or CS5)

Open photoshop

Click File > New
Name your file

Hit Enter

Bring in the GoogleEarth Image: hit Ctrl + V
Bring in a photo: File > Place then select photo you want

After you bring in a photo, rename it by double clicking its name in the layers tab
Layers: you can only edit the layer when it is selected in blue

Click the eye ball to make a layer invisible

Drag a layer up or down in the layers tab to change stacked visibility
Transforming photos: use this to scale, rotate, and move photos

· Ctrl + T is the shortcut for Transform

· Hover with mouse for different options

· Ctrl + Z is undo

· Hit enter to save changes to photo.  This can’t be undone with Ctrl + Z

Edit > Transform > Warp
· Use the “handles” or dots at the edges of the photo.

· You are actually changing the photo

History

· Step backwards or forwards

Image > Adjustments > Brightness and Contrast
