DENTAL SCHOOL

In order to become a dentist, you must:

**complete a bachelor’s degree (in any major),

**take the appropriate pre-requisite coursework and the DAT,

**complete a doctorate in dentistry (DDS or DMD),

**obtain a license to practice in desired state (usually this requires a board     examination).

What should I major in?

While there is no prescribed major for admission into dental school, it is imperative that students complete all required courses for admission.  Requirements vary significantly among dental schools. 

Minimally, a student should complete these courses at Western for UNC, ECU and many other dental schools:

· CHEM 139, CHEM 140, CHEM 241, CHEM 242, and CHEM 272 

· BIOL 140, BIOL 141, BIOL 361
· PHYS 130 and PHYS 131
· MATH 130 plus an additional math course
Advanced coursework in Biology and Chemistry including Biochemistry is highly recommended.
